UNION ATLANTIC is the product of five years of full-time writing; though one of its plot lines involves a distressed bank and the Federal reserve, it was conceived of and written well before our current financial crisis.  Indeed, the book was completed the week that Lehman Brothers collapsed, giving author the eerie sense that a possibility foreseen in the book had suddenly become a reality. 
Explore the psychology of someone who wielded that particular kind of anonymous bureaucratic power that is so pervasive in our society and yet most frequently ignored in favor of stories about the more obvious forms of political or military power.  This main character became Henry Graves, the president of the New York Federal Reserve (a job until recently held by Timothy Geithner, Obama’s Secretary of the Treasury).
