    國際政壇上最重要的ㄧ本書，唯一一本由為美國情報局（CIA）臥底且同時是伊朗革命衛隊成員的伊朗人所寫成，革命衛隊(Revolutionary Guard)是伊朗重要的情報與軍事力量，由最高領袖直接指揮，其任務是保衛伊斯蘭政權。身為革命衛隊的ㄧ員，作者將揭示伊朗與國際政壇最機密的內容。這也是一本關於三個好朋友的故事，三人因政治立場走向不同人生，卻恰好反映現代伊朗的分裂。
    2009/6/12伊朗總統大選，溫和派候選人穆沙維指控選舉舞弊，街頭出現群眾遊行示威事件立即造成中東情勢緊張。時至今日，伊朗依然是中東舉足輕重的國家。全球對於神秘緊張的伊朗有著許多好奇。

    如同驚豔全世界的【茉莉人生】，36歲伊朗籍女導演瑪嘉莎塔碧(Marjane Satrapi)描述親身故事的動畫，讓世人一窺黑紗之下的伊朗，舉著自由與革新旗幟奪得政權，卻帶來更多壓迫。Reza也透過自己與好友的故事讓人體會真實的伊朗。

About the book

A Time to Betray tells the story of life in Iran in the time of the last shah, the spirit that led to his overthrow in 1979, the rise of Ayatollah Khomeini, the way the ayatollah and his mullahs stripped people of their freedom, and the way some people chose to engage in a fight that continues to this very day. The vision of Iran that comes through these pages is vivid and instructive. But this is much more than a political book, because Reza is a master storyteller and he chose to present this from the intimate and revealing perspective of his life and the lives of those closest to him – primarily Kazem and Naser, his two dearest friends from childhood. The three boys grew up carefree and playing pranks during the shah’s time. As young men, they celebrated the onset of the Revolution and the promise it brought. And when the Islamic regime forced them to choose sides, they chose different ones. Kazem, raised in poverty and taught by mullahs, attained a leadership role in the Guards’ Intelligence Unit. Naser, a wealthy progressive, became a sympathizer with the Mujahedin, the brutal opponent of the Islamic Republic. Reza tried to mediate between the two. But what he saw on the streets and witnessed at the torture chamber known as Evin Prison drove him to return to America, where he had gone to college, and embark on a secret life he never could have imagined.

A Time to Betray offers a vivid picture of a time when the balance in Iran – and in the entire Middle East – shifted. Given recent events, we need this picture more than ever before. But at its heart, it is an intensely human story, one that brings it close in spirit to books like Angela’s Ashes, A Long Way Gone, and even Reading Lolita in Tehran. I believe A Time to Betray will be as big as those blockbuster bestsellers.

Reza Kahlili grew up in Iran, developing a deep love for his country and its people. That is why, in 1981, he felt compelled to become a spy for the CIA against the Iranian government.
